Excess Baggage Authorization

The issue of excess baggage is an extremely important issue to all deployees who process through the Ft. Benning CRC.  The CRC uses commercial and military transportation or a combination therein to complete its mission.  It is vital that you adhere to this guidance or it may result in out of pocket costs to the individual deployee.

It is recommended that you carry your military credit card in the event that you must pay for out of pocket expenses.  In order to avoid any such costs you must follow the following guidance.

When traveling on commercial (airlines) transportation you are authorized 2 personal bags and one carry on.  The two personal bags cannot exceed 50lbs each.  If your personal bags weigh more than 50lbs each, you will incur out of pocket costs.  No one piece of civilian or military baggage can weigh more than 100 lbs.  It is prohibited by both military and civilian transportation.  

In addition you must have annotated on your orders “excess baggage authorized, not to exceed four pieces”.  During processing at the CRC you will receive 2 to 4 duffel bags of OCIE equipment.  Therefore, it is imperative that you have the excess baggage statement annotated on your orders.  It is this statement that will “pay” for your OCIE equipment to be shipped.  If you do not have the “excess baggage statement” annotated on your orders you will incur out of pocket costs for the excess baggage.  

K-9 Military Working Dog handlers will be required to have the following items annotated in their orders to make arrangements for excess baggage.

· Valid Fund Cite

· State Destination

· Name of K-9

· SN # of K-9

· Type of K-9

· Dimension of dog kennel
