      II.  Furnish translation services from English to Spanish for WHINSEC, Fort Benning, GA pursuant to 

      the terms and conditions of this contract and in accordance with the Statement of Work (Attachment A)

      and Evaluation Criteria (Attachment B) during the Base  Period 20 Aug 2004 through 30 Sept 2005 

      with two-12-month Options. This is an Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity contract where Multiple

      Awards are contemplated. Per FAR 52.215-1, (f) (6), “The Government reserves the right to make

      Multiple awards if, after considering the additional administrative costs, it is in the Government’s best

      Interest to do so.” A guaranteed minimum quantity of 450,000 words of source material will be 

      awarded to each awardee.  The return date for each 450,000-word translation awarded will be not later

      than 30 days after the contractor’s receipt of the Translation materials from WHINSEC.  Each new 

      increment of 450,000 words will be due to WHINSEC not later than 30 days after receipt of materials.

      Contractors will not be expected to work on more than 450,000 words of source material during any

      30-day period unless they indicate they have additional translation capability. 

      III.  Contractors will translate selected units of Command and General Staff Officer Course (CGSOC) 

       Coursework from English to Spanish language. The ILE material Core (Core) consists of two 

       subordinate parts, the Common Core and the AOWC.   WHINSEC plans to start using the 

       translated material for Instructor Train-up beginning on 1 March 2006 and for instructor use in 

       teaching the course in June 2006. The WHINSEC timeline requires that all translated material be

       available in November 2005 to provide adequate time for review, organization, printing, and the

       start-up of instructor training.  Currently, WHINSEC has only a portion of the 1LE material in hand

       (13,000 pages) currently ready to be translated.  Over the course of the next eight months, the rest of

       the courseware will become available for translation in electronic format in 450,000 words 

       units, which must be translated and returned as a complete unit of camera-ready originals within 30

       days. 

IV. WARRANTY:  The contractor will “provide warranty of substantive quality of translated work for a three-year period to cover the first years that ILE is taught; otherwise referred to as the pilot course.  During the pilot course, when the translated material is taught, instructors and students will be reading and using the material and may discover defects and/or ambiguities in the final translated material. Such defects and ambiguities may include substantive and contextually incorrect translated material making the material illogical, incomprehensible, or substantially out of context with the original English version of the course material. Generally, such defects or ambiguities can only be discovered by actual classroom use and application of the translated material by either instructors or students.  The contractor warrants that for a period of three years from delivery of translated material, that it will, upon notification by the Government, be available to consult, discuss, clarify and correct any defects or ambiguities found to exist, at no additional cost to the Government. (A Glossary of Spanish Military Terms will be provided to Contractors by WHINSEC.)

V. Bid Depository Hours:  Bids will only be accepted during the bid depository hours of 8:00a.m. – 12:00 p.m. and 12:30 –4:30 p.m. Local Time, Monday through Friday, excluding Legal Public Holidays.

VI. In the event a holiday falls on Tuesday, the preceding Monday is designated as the delivery/pick-up date.  In the event a holiday falls on Friday, the preceding Thursday is designated as the delivery/ pick-up date.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

1) Technical Capability, 2) Past Performance,  3)Price ,and  4) Quality of Contractor Personnel

Technical , past performance, and quality of Contractor Personnel when combined, are equal when compared to price.
(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

(End of clause)
