ATTACHMENT A
PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

C1,
SCOPE


C1.1  Scope of Work..  The Contractor shall furnish all personnel, materials, parts, tools, test equipment, and other related supplies and services necessary to perform calibrations, inspections, preventive maintenance, repairs (routine and emergency), monthly leak monitoring tests and annual leak tests.  Results of the monthly and annual test shall be furnished to, Erin Menefee, DPW Environmental Section. Monthly leak tests shall be conducted at a rate of .2 gph per leak detector manufacturer specifications and annual leak tests shall be conducted at 0.1 gph per leak detector manufacturer specifications. 

The contractor must have the capability to respond to any service call within two hours.

Monthly Inspections: The contractor must ensure that the tank contains a minimum amount of product to perform a valid leak detection test. The contractor must test the ATG system according to the manufacturer’s instructions to make sure it is working properly.  Contractor shall ensure that the ATGS is programmed to perform an automatic leak test on a monthly basis.  The ATGS will be programmed to detect a 0.2 gallon per hour (gph) leak rate from any portion of the tank that routinely contains product.

Pressurized Piping:  UST systems equipped with pressurized piping systems will be programmed to perform a pressure line leak detection test at .2 gph monthly.

Monthly Inspection Report: Contractor shall submit to the Environmental Management Division an inspection report, monthly.  This report shall include a checklist that includes all installed release detection equipment, any defects or malfunctions discovered during the inspection, all tests made (including self test, piping and tank), a printout of the actual monthly leak test. 

Annual Release Detection Inspection:  An annual test of the operation of the leak detector must be conducted in accordance with the manufacturer's requirements listed in the equipment manual.  The annual test should be performed to assure that the LLD is installed in the line properly, not being tampered with, being maintained, and operating within the manufacturer's specifications.  The printout of the annual release detection results must be submitted to the Environmental Management Division.

Written documentation of all calibration, maintenance, and repair of release detection equipment permanently located on-site must be maintained for at least one year after the servicing work is completed. Any schedules of required calibration and maintenance provided by the release detection equipment manufacturer must be retained for 5 years from the date of installation. Copies of all documentation must be submitted to the Environmental Management Division for reporting purposes.

C1.2 Personnel.

Cl.2.1 Project Manager:  The Contractor shall provide a project manager who shall be responsible for the contract performance.  The project manager shall have full authority to act for the contractor on the Installation.  This individual shall be responsible for the overall management and coordination of this contract and shall act as central point of contact with the Government.

C1.2.2  Other Personnel.  The Contractor shall furnish supervision,

administration, and direct personnel to accomplish all work required.

The Contractor shall not hire persons whose employment results in a

Conflict with 5 CFR7 Part 2635, Standards of Ethical Conduct for Employees of the Executive Branch, and upon promulgation, the DOD Joint Ethics Regulation.

C1.2.3  Contractor Identification.  Each contractor-employee shall wear a 

contractor furnished, visible identification badge on the left front of the outer clothing, which shall display as a minimum, the person's name, the name of the contractor, and a photograph of the employee.

C1.2.4  Appearance and Conduct.  Contractor's personnel shall be neat and clean, shall conduct themselves in proper and efficient manner, and shall cause the least possible annoyance and disturbance.  The Contractor will be held responsible for the supervision and conduct of his employees.  Contractor employees shall be fully clothed while on the installation.  Shirts shall be worn at all times and no tank tops shall be allowed.

C1.2.5  Qualifications of Contractor.  The Contractor shall be regularly engaged in the installation
and servicing of underground leak sensors and associated equipment for maintenance, inspections, calibrations, test and repair service.  The contractor shall have a minimum of two (2) years experience repairing, inspecting, and otherwise maintaining such systems of the general type and rating specified herein.  The Contractor is responsible for insuring the availability of parts and labor in a timely manner so as to meet contract response time.  The Contractor shall employ personnel familiar with the requirements set forth in the National Fire Protection Standards 30 and 30A.

C1.2.6  Qualifications of Underground Storage Tank Leak Detection System Technicians:  Electrical Alarm/Underground Tank specialists and other persons employed to maintain and repair the underground tank systems shall have as a minimum two (2) years experience repairing, inspecting and otherwise maintaining such systems of the general type and rating specified herein, except that helpers or apprentices may be permitted to work under the direct supervision of a responsible technician.  A detailed resume for each technician shall be provided in duplicate to the contracting officer within 10 calendar days after award of the contract.

C1.3  Communications.  The Contractor shall obtain and maintain a 24-hour-day, 7-day-a-Week radio frequency telephone paging service.  The paging service telephone number(s) of service technicians shall be provided the Contracting Officer for use in placing routine and/or emergency repair service calls.  Number(s) shall be furnished prior to contract start date.

C1.4  Operating/Work Hours.  Monthly inspections and routine service calls shall be performed during normal duty hours (8:00 AM - 4:00 PM, Monday thru Friday, excluding legal public holidays.  However, Contractor shall also provide emergency repair services 24-hours-a-day, 7-days-a-week including legal public holidays, when required.  (See paragraph C5.4)

C1.5  Quality Control/Quality Assurance.

C1.5.1  Quality Control.  Two copies of the Contractor's Quality Control Program shall be provided the Contracting Officer prior to commencement of work.  Updated copies must be provided as changes occur.

The program shall include, but not be limited to the following:

C1.5.1.1  An inspection system covering the services stated in Section C5, Specific Tasks, and in Technical Exhibit 1, Specific Tasks to be performed (Attachment D).  It shall specify areas to be inspected on either a scheduled or unscheduled basis and title of individuals who will do the inspections.

Cl.5.2  Quality Assurance.  The Government will monitor the Contractor's performance under this Contract by inspection under the “Inspection/Acceptance” clause 52.212-4.

C1.6  Safety Requirements:

C1.6.1  General.. In order to provide safety controls for protection to the life and health of employees and other persons; for prevention of damage to property, materials, supplies, and equipment; and for avoidance of work interruptions in the performance of this Contract, the Contractor shall comply with all pertinent provisions of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements, EM 385-1-1.  A copy is available in the Inspection Branch, DPW, Third Floor, Building 6 for reference by Contractor.

C1.6.2  Safety Program.  Prior to the Contract start date, the contractor shall develop a Safety Program for employees performing work under this Contract. No later than 15 calendar days prior to contract start date, the contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer for review, a copy of a proposed Safety Plan which will be used to implement the Safety Program.  The plan shall include a safety orientation for all employees immediately following their employment.  As a minimum, the Safety Orientation shall include: safe driving practices and road hazards, proper handling of sensitive leak detector equipment and its hazards, proper safety measures to use when working with electricity, working with flammable liquids/explosive atmospheres, and contractor liability for damage to Government property. A copy of the orientation attendance sha11 be provided the Contracting Officer within seven days of contract start date.

C1.6.3  Injury/Accident Reporting.  All accidents which may arise in connection with the performance of services under this contract and which result in personal injury, death, or property damage, shall be reported immediately by telephone to the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative. A written report (U. S. Army Investigation Report DA Form 285, Technical Exhibit 2) (Attachment D) will be prepared and submitted within three calendar days of the accident.  The report will relate full details of the accident, the personnel involved, extent of injuries, and statements of witnesses.  Any technical advice and assistance necessary to accident investigating and reporting may be requested from the Installation Safety Manager through the Contracting Officer.  If any claims are made by a third party against the Contractor as a result of any accident which occurs in connection with the Contractor's performance, the Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer a full report, in writing, within 24 hours of the initiation of the claim. 

Cl.6.4  RESERVED.
C1.7  Pre Bid Visits.  Bidders should visit each building Tank and Sensor System location and take steps as may be reasonably necessary to ascertain the nature and extent of services to be performed and the general and local conditions which can affect the services or the costs thereof.  Failure to do so will not relieve bidders from responsibility for estimating properly the difficulty or Cost of successfully performing the services.

C2.  DEFINITIONS.  
Definitions of special terms and phrases used herein are included in AR 310-25, Dictionary of United States Army Terms, with the addition of the following:

C2.1  Quality Assurance Evaluator (QAE).  Also referred to as the Contract Inspector, the QAE is a Government representative who performs surveillance of the Contract to ensure conformance by the Contractor with the special conditions,

technical specifications, bid schedules, plans, and requirements of the contract.

C2.1.1  The QAE sha11 have the authority to call attention to discrepancies

between the Contractor's performance and the special conditions, technical specifications, bid schedules, plans, requirements, or any Contract document.

C2.1.2  The QAE cannot alter or waive any requirements defined in the special conditions, technical specifications, bid schedules, plans, or any other Contract document.

C2.1.3  DELIVERABLES.  See Technical Exhibit 3 (Attachment D) for required submittals by the Contractor and the method and time requirements for delivery.

C2.2  RESERVED.

C2.3  Monthly Inspections and Tests.  Services performed during calendar months at intervals of  28 to 31 days.  Contractor shall coordinate all tank leak tests with the tank user and provide a monthly tank (or pipeline) leak test printout (or similar documentation) of all tanks at each building location to:

After the leak test, and the tank is leaking, or if the Contractor (or user) can confirm a leaking tank otherwise (visually, spill evidence, etc.), the Contractor shall immediately notify the EMD by telephone as above.

C.2.4  Semi-Annual Inspections.  Services performed during the Contract period at intervals of 180 days.  It is to be considered that there are two semi-annual inspections within the period of this contract.  The Contractor shall adhere to a 90 day schedule for the various locations.  These services are subject to advance scheduling.

C2.5  Annua1 Inspections.  Services performed during each 360 day interval of the contract period.  It is to be considered that there is one annual inspection within the period of this contract.

C2.6  Service Call.  A request from the Contracting Officer or authorized representatives for routine repairs (unscheduled), emergency repairs and/or equipment shutdowns made between regularly scheduled maintenance inspections and repairs.

C2.7  Preventive Maintenance.  Scheduled maintenance work required to keep the Leak Detectors and associated equipment in such condition that it may be utilized at the original capacity and efficiency of its intended purpose.

C2.8  Routine Repairs.  The restoration of equipment to a condition substantially equivalent to its original or designed capacity and efficiency by replacement, overhaul, or rebuilding of constituent parts or materials.

C2.9  Fair Wear and Tear.  Equipment failure caused by reasons not attributed to the fault or negligence of the operator or other personnel, fires, wrecks, water, or acts of God, i.e., floods, lightning, tornadoes, etc.

C3.  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES

C3.1  General.  The Government will furnish the Contractor the following property and services during the term of this contract.

C3.1.1  Services.  Required amounts of utilities necessary to perform work at each building site under this contract will be furnished from existing outlets at no charge to the contractor.  Conservation of furnished utilities shall be required of the contractor.

C3.1.2  Regulations and Directives (See para C-6).

C3.2  Equipment.  The Government will allow the Contractor access to the Storage Tank Leak Detection Systems and associated Leak Detection Equipment (See C2.3 for contact for dentified areas) for the purpose of maintenance/repair and conducting monthly leak tests in accordance with the terms and conditions of this contract.  Drawings reflecting the location, plans, and design of some, but not all, systems are listed at Technical Exhibit 4 (Attachment D).

C3.3  Parts.  The Government shall furnish replacement parts which cost in excess of $1500.00.  (See paragraph C.4.1.3, Contractor- Furnished Items, for special conditions).

C3.4  Engineer Drawings listed at Technical Exhibit 4  (Attachment D) are included as a part

of the solicitation for informational purposes only.

C4.  CONTRACTOR-FURNISHED ITEMS.

C4.1  General.  The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, parts, cools, test equipment, technical manuals, and ocher related supplies and services (except as provided herein as Government-furnished) required for the performance of services specified herein in accordance with all terms and conditions of this contract.

C4.1  Parts.  All parts installed on the equipment covered by this solicitation shall be supplied by the original equipment manufacturer unless alternate suppliers of parts certify in writing that parts are equivalent.  The contractor shall certify that it recognizes the importance of maintaining the original integrity of the equipment system and that it has a sufficient quantity of equipment manufacturers’ necessary parts (or equivalents) on hand to engage itself in this contract.  Contractor shall apply the requirements contained in ANSI/ISA RP12.6, Installation of Intrinsically Safe Systems for (Class 1 Hazardous) Locations where required.

C4.1.2  Defective Parts.  All defective Parts replaced by the Contractor shall remain the property of the Government.  The Contractor shall tag all parts removed with the following information and deliver said parts to the DPW Warehouse, Building 466, Fort Benning, Georgia:

       a.  Bldg No. and Equipment Identification and Serial No.

       b.  Description of Malfunction.

       c.  Date of removal.

       d.  Contractor's name, address and Contract No.

C4.1.3  Parts Exceeding $1500.00 in Cost.  All parts replaced under the provisions of this contract shall be furnished by the contractor unless the cost of the part exceeds fifteen hundred dollars ($1,500.0O).  The $1,500.00 refers to the component part of a unit rather than the entire unit; i.e., wiring, alarm, relays, transformers, etc., of a control master panel itself.  The contractor shall replace or repair the component part rather than the entire unit in cases where the integrity of the unit wil1 not be compromised or placed in jeopardy and in accordance with ANSI/ISA RP12.6.  If a part costs more than $1,500.00 it is not included in this contract; however, the installation of such part(s) is covered by this contract.  The Contractor shall inform the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative in writing of the nomenclature, description, and price of component parts exceeding the $1,500.00 limit that are required to restore the system to serviceable operation.  If the Government furnishes the part(s) exceeding $1,500.00, the Contractor shall install the part(s) under this contract at no additional cost to the Government.  If the Government decides to buy the part(s) directly from the contractor, such part(s) shall not be installed without receipt of a separate procurement document evidencing the buy.

C5.  SPECIFIC TASKS.  

The Contractor shall provide inspections, tests, calibrations, preventative maintenance, routine and emergency repair services, clean-up and user training in connection with the maintenance of the Underground Storage Tank Leak Detector System (to include Automatic Tank Gauge Systems or ATGS, printouts, monitor wells, probes, and pipeline leak detectors) and associated equipment specified in Section B, herein.

C5.1  Inspection.  Inspections shall consist of conducting necessary tests and performing preventive maintenance and/or repairs in conformance with National Fire Protection Association Standards (NFPA) 30 and 493 for Underground Storage Tank Leak Detector Systems and associated equipment at intervals indicated in Technical Exhibit 1 and as outlined below.

C5.1.1  Monthly Inspections.

             a.  Contractor shall check all ground located sensors and master panels for cleanliness and proper positioning and ensure operating controls are properly set.  All float, signal, probes, light devices, sensors, and electrical connections of leak detection systems shall be checked for shorts and made electrically continuous.


             b.  Contractor shall visibly inspect all a1arm equipment for signs of damage, dirt, or malfunctions.  Contractor shall make an operational test of all initiating and signaling circuits.

             c.  Contractor shall test the control panel for system operation and reliability.  An actual operation shall only be done under the Annual Test Requirement.  Contractor shall check both the Primary Power Supply and Standby Power Supply (if any) for continuity and operation capability. The batteries (if any) shall be checked to ensure they are at full charge.  If batteries are not capable of operating its system for 12 hours under their present charge, contractor shall replace them.  Contractor shall instruct the user in the proper use and operation of the control panel.

            d.  Contractor shall test the operation, of all indicating devices, leak system circuits, and leak systems transmitters back to the control panels at each tank location.

            e.  When performing tests which cause sounding of audible and or visible signals, the tests shall have been authorized by both the tank user and the Chief, Construction Inspection Branch, DPW.  Such tests shall be coordinated with the user and DPW in advance of the test.

            f.  Contractor shall check the control panel and replace all equipment which has malfunctioned or any lamps which have burned out.  Equipment which is to be repaired in the control panel system includes relays, resistors, capacitors, diodes, computer boards, transformers; fuses/circuit breakers, control panel switches, motors, lamps/visual indicators, wiring and meters, all in accordance with NFPA 30, NFPA 493, and ANSI/ISA RP12.6 as required.

          g.  Contractor shall repair and or replace, if required, all initiating devices in the system, complete, all in accordance with NFPA 30, NFPA 493, and ANSI/ISA RP12.6.  Initiating devices include leak detectors, transmitters, test stations, leak alarm horn or bells, manual switches, remote switches, automatic switches, and circuitry.

          h.  Contractor shall ensure that the ATGS (Automatic Tank Gauging System) is programmed or performed (by the Contractor, if necessary) to accomplish an automatic leak test on a monthly basis.

          i.  Preventive Maintenance shall be performed during the monthly inspection.  Preventive maintenance includes, but is not limited to the following:

             (1) .Cleaning.  Contractor shall clean and remove dirt and debris on only the equipment indicated with an (X)in Technical Exhibit 1 (Attachment D) to maintain a professional appearance, operating status, and preserve the life of the equipment.  The contractor shall not clean the equipment indicated with a blank space.

             (2) Adjust.  The Contractor shall adjust and calibrate the equipment marked with an (X) in Technical Exhibit 1 (Attachment D).  Adjustments shall be made as necessary and when the operation of the equipment varies from its normal or originally designed performance standards, because of fair wear and tear.  Adjustment and Calibrations shall be made by qualified technicians properly equipped with tools and equipment suitable for making necessary adjustments and calibrations.  Parts or assemblies which have worn (or otherwise deteriorated) beyond normal adjustment limits shall be replaced or repaired as required in accordance with NFPA 30, NFPA 493, and ANSI/ISA RP12.6.

              (3) Replace.  The Contractor shall replace all items marked with an (X) in Technical Exhibit 1 (Attachment D), which appear to be failing or have failed.  All replacements shall be made using original manufacturer's parts or parts certified by an alternate supplier as equivalent thereto.

          j. Contractor shall note and record the results of the control panel indications after all other monthly requirements have been completed. The recorded results shall indicate whether there is a release of tank or pipe contents (leak) and the estimated rate of release (gallons per hour) for each tank and pipeline.  Results shall be recorded in the monthly report even if there is no measurable quantity or leak.  Contractor shall record his comments as to whether the leak indication is a false alarm, an. actual leak, and all other pertinent comments pertaining to the system.  Some tank locations have equipment that requires one hour to complete, a tank fuel quantity, and subsequent leak analysis.

C5.1.2  Semi-Annual Inspections.

a. The Contractor shall conduct a semi-annual operational test of all leak stations, switches, remote operation switches, leak detectors, and leak alarm bells and/or horns.  Since an actual leak is not desired, contractor shall insure that a leak and detection equipment shutdown is prevented during the operational test.

          b. The Contractor shall conduct a semi-annual operational test of all leak devices, which include the transmission of sensor signal to the control panel.

c. If any equipment does not perform properly, all trouble and impairments within the terms and conditions of this contract shall be repaired immediately.

           d. Contractor shall check interior of tank and contents and operation of tank overfill protection of all underground storage tanks and indicate results on the inspection report. The procedure shall be conducted in the presence of an Engineering Division representative who will certify that the Contractor's report is accurate.

 C5.1.3  Annual Inspections:

a.  The Contractor shall annually make an operational test of all actuating and operating devices in the Leak Detection Systems, complete.  He shall conduct a simulated test of leaks without actual release of the stored liquid at each sensor location.

b.  The simulated operational test of the leak shall be combined with the manual test of detectors and the total alarm system.  Since an actual leak is not desired, Contractor shall insure that an actual leak and equipment shutdown are prevented during the operation test.  The Contractor shall make an observation of all electrical functions, up to the actual leak state.

    c.  After taking necessary steps to prevent a leak, cause the necessary alarm conditions to actuate the leak detection system by actuating detectors or manual initiating devices.  At the end of the time delay interval (if any), leak detection device actuation should be evident by sound or visual observation.  Verify that relays for auxiliary functions actuate.  Take notes on which events are actuated and at the end of the timer interval.  Note the amount of time delay between the second actuation and the delayed interval (if any); leak detection device actuation should be evident by sound or visual observation.  Verify that

relays for auxi1iary functions actuate.  Take notes on which events are actuated and at the end of the timer interval.  Note the amount of time delay between the second detector actuation and the delayed functions (if any).

          d.  If leak detection devices or auxiliary functions fail, check appropriate output voltages at the control unit and at the failed device with the control unit in the alarm condition.  If voltages are improper, repair the control unit or circuit as indicated.  If a timed function fails, replace timer.  Replace defective devices and/or wiring, complete.

C5.2  Routine and/or Emergency Repair.  Repair(s) required due to fair wear and tear shall be made by the Contractor to all items marked with an (X) in Technical Exhibit 1 (Attachment D), which appear to be failing or have failed.  The Contractor shall provide all labor and parts (except those specified herein as Government furnished) as required to restore the system to normal, operational condition.

C5.3  Damage from Other than Fair Wear and Tear: When repair is required due to damage from ocher than fair wear and tear, the Contractor shall respond to the service call and conduct a technical inspection of the equipment to establish the nature of the damage (i.e., why it was determined other than fair wear and tear), and the extent of repairs required.  The Contractor shall then complete a repair cost estimate, listing all defective pacts/components requiring replacement, the cost of replacement parts/ components, and the man-hours that will be required to accomplish repairs.  The technical inspection and cost estimate shall be completed within four (4) working hours after service call was placed.  Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative of his findings to facilitate the preparation of a separate purchase document to effect needed repairs.  No repair of damage from other than fair wear and tear will be accomplished by the Contractor unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer.

   C5.4  Emergency Service:

 a.  The Contractor shall provide emergency service 24 hours a day, seven days a week, Saturdays, Sundays, and legal public holidays inclusive, upon receipt of oral notification of equipment failure, or improper functions of any alarm system component, by the Contracting Officer or his authorized representative.  The Contractor shall respond to this emergency request within two hours after receipt of such notification.

            b.  Contractor shall restore the system to normal operation within 4 hours after contractor response to a service cal1.  The contract inspector shall be notified of the estimated time required to service, adjust, and restore normal operations of the leak detection system after an initial inspection has been made by the service technician.  Telephone numbers for the Construction Inspection Branch are (404) 545-4232 and 545-4749.

           c.  An emergency service report shall be prepared by the Contractor indicating the nature of the service call, response time, correction applied, and amount of time required to restore system to operational condition.  A copy of this report shall be furnished the Chief, Construction Inspection Branch, DPW, Fort Benning, Georgia, within 3 days of the emergency service.

 d.  The Contracting Officer or his authorized representative is authorized to place calls for emergency service.

C5.5  Clean Up.  The Contractor shall be responsible for the general cleaning of spaces or grounds where the Systems and associated equipment are located. General cleaning sha11 include removal of debris, dust, and other matter from any spaces utilized or maintained by the Contractor.

   C5.6  Hazardous Conditions.  During the course of performing work under this contract, should the contractor find sections of hazardous conditions existing in any of the equipment systems, the Contractor shall secure the equipment and immediately notify the Chief, Construction Inspection Branch, DEW (404) 545-4732, and submit a written report to the Contracting Officer within one work day.

C5.7  Training of User/Occupants.  The Contractor shall provide training on the Leak Detection Systems to all persons who occupy or manage the building tank location areas.  The training shall be conducted within 30 days of contract start date and shall include, but not be limited to:

         a.  Operation of the Leak Detection System and the associated Equipment.

         b.  Malfunction Reporting Procedures.

         c.  safety precautions.

C5.8  Deliverables.  During the performance of this contract, the Contractor shall be required to submit the following:

         a.  Inspection/Maintenance Plan.  Within 10 calendar days after award of the Contract, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer a detailed schedule of the dates on which all monthly, semi-annual and annual Inspections/maintenance services and training are to be performed.  The proposed schedule shall list the type work to be performed, the building tank locations to be worked and the estimated time to complete the work in each location.  The Contracting Officer will review the schedule for compliance with the required services specified in Technical Exhibit 1 (Attachment D).  The Contracting Officer will approve or disapprove the schedule, and, if disapproved, will indicate the reasons therefore.  Upon approval, the Contractor shall post individual schedules at each equipment location indication the periodic inspections tests to be performed.  Contractor service technicians shall initial and date the posted schedule as work is completed .

           c.  Qualifications of Technicians  (See paragraph C1.2.6)

           d.  
Safety Orientation Outline  (See paragraph C1.6.2)

           e.  Reserved.

           f.  Radio Communication. Procedures  (submit verbally) (See paragraph C1.3)

           g.  Accident Report  (Each occurrence) (See paragraph C1.6.3)

           h.  Periodic Inspection Reports  (See paragraph C5.1 thru C5.1.3).  The Contractor shal1 furnish the Contracting Officer an inspection report monthly.  The Report shall identify all tests made (monthly, semi-annual, and/or annual), a printout of the actual monthly leak test, and any defects or malfunctions discovered during the inspection.  The report shall indicate all preventive maintenance and repairs made during the inspection of each Leak Detection System and associated equipment.  Reports shall be dated and signed by the service technician performing the inspection.

           i.  Emergency Service Report  (See paragraph C5.4c)

           j.  Repair Cost Estimates.  (See paragraph C5.3)

          k.  Third Party Claims Report.  (Each occurrence) (See paragraph C1.6.3)

          1.  Safety Program  (See paragraph C1.6.2)

C6.  APPLICABLE PUBLICATIONS/DOCUMENTS:

24.  WORK IN OCCUPIED BUILDINGS:

        b.   Removal, storage, and return of furniture and other items:

29.  REQUIRED SIGNAL SYSTEM:  The Contractor shall provide and maintain a radio frequency paging service during duty hours and provide the telephone number to the Contracting Officer.  The project superintendent is required to respond to the Government within one hour of the page.

NOTE:  This requirement is valid only when Contract personnel are actively working on Fort Benning.

30.  WORK AREA REQUIREMENTS:    

     a.  Contractor will be required at least one (1) operational portable radio walkie-talkie operating on a frequency of 173.4875 MHz, to allow voice contact with operating personnel in the control tower.  Constant use of this radio will be required during construction to coordinate contractor and airfield operation.

32.  CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE:   Any certificates required for demonstrating proof of compliance of materials with specification requirements shall be executed in triplicate copies. Certification shall not be construed as relieving the contractor from furnishing satisfactory material if, after tests are performed on selected samples, the material is found not to meet the specific requirements.

33.  ADDITION AND DELETIONS:  
      a.  The Government reserves the right to make additions to and deletions from the quantities of equipment to be serviced contained within a Schedule.

      b.  Unit prices for servicing of equipment added pursuant to this clause shall be determined by one of the following methods, as  applicable:

(1) Unit prices for the same or substantially similar make and models to be serviced shall be added at the appropriate rate stated in the Schedule for this item, prorated for the actual number of months and days equipment will be included in the contract.

(2) Unit prices for make and models to be serviced for which there is not a same or substantially similar item in the Schedule shall be added at an annual rate agreed to by the parties, prorated for the actual number of months and days equipment will be included in the contract to be serviced.

(3) Where no agreement between the parties can be reached on the contract price to be charged for added equipment to be serviced, the Contracting Officer may, at his discretion, either issue a final decision on the matter or procure the services from another source.

     c.  The Government liability for payment for servicing of equipment deleted from the contract pursuant to this clause shall be

Improper invoices will be returned without payment with an explanation of the deficiency or impropriety.  The Contractor must resubmit proper invoices for payment.  Payment shall be made after submission of proper invoices for all supplies or services included on each order issued pursuant to the FAR Clause entitled "ORDERING" specified herein.

37. SUPPORT OF CONTINGENCY REQUIREMENTS:

 Fort Benning USAIC Regulation No. 190-5, Motor Vehicle Traffic Regulation, in effect during performance of this contract.  All Contractor owned and/or operated vehicles as well as privately owned vehicles of Contractor’s employees operated on the installation will be registered within ten (10) working days by making application to the Provost Marshal Vehicle Registration Section on DA Form 3626, VEHICLE REGISTRATION/DRIVER RECORD.  Evidence of vehicle ownership and vehicle liability insurance must be presented upon application of vehicle registration.  It is the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure compliance on the part of his employees with this requirement.

HEALTH & WELFARE: $2.36 an hour or $94.40 a week or $409.07 a month VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a  contractor or successor; 3 weeks after 8 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173) HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year:  New Year's Day, Martin Luther King Jr.'s Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day,

Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4.174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE PARENTHESES AFTER THEM RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS (as numbered):

1)  Does not apply to employees employed in a bona fide executive, administrative, or professional capacity as defined and delineated in 29 CFR 541.  (See CFR 4.156)

2)  APPLICABLE TO AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS ONLY - NIGHT DIFFERENTIAL:  An employee is entitled to pay for all work performed between the hours of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. at the rate of basic pay plus a night pay differential amounting to 10 percent of the rate of basic pay.

3)  WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic

rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime (i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges. A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to ordnance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.  All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance: The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work, there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

Source of Occupational Title and Descriptions:

The duties of employees under job titles listed are those described in the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations," Fourth Edition, January 1993, as amended by the Third Supplement, dated March 1997, unless otherwise indicated.  This publication may be obtained from the Superintendent of Documents, at 202-783-3238, or by writing to the Superintendent of Documents, U.S. Government Printing Office,

Washington, D.C. 20402.  Copies of specific job descriptions may also be obtained from the appropriate contracting officer.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form 1444 (SF 1444)} Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e.,  apropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted classifications and the classifications listed in the wage  determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es) of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)} When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.  Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper. When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination. Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage determination.
