 MISSING ITEMS STATEMENT

YOU ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE A PERSONAL HANDWRITTEN STATEMENT, LISTING THE ITEM AND INVENTORY NUMBER, FOR ALL MISSING ITEMS.

1. GIVE A PERSONAL ACCOUNT OF WHERE THE ITEMS WERE LOCATED IN THE HOUSE BEFORE PICKUP.

2. INDICATE ANYTHING YOU CAN REMEMBER ABOUT THE PACKING PROCESS OF YOUR HOUSEHOLD GOODS.

          EXAMPLE: “THE CARRIER DID A RUSH JOB AND FAILED TO TAG ALL           

          PROPERTY WITH INVENTORY NUMBERS.” 

3. INCLUDE IN YOUR STATEMENT THAT ALL THE ITEMS CLAIMED WERE OWNED AND USED BY YOU PRIOR TO YOUR MOVE.

4. ALSO STATE THAT AFTER YOUR HOUSEHOLD GOODS WERE PACKED YOU CHECKED EVERY ROOM TO MAKE SURE NOTHING WAS LEFT BEHIND.

           EXAMPLE:  INV #101 – SCHRUNK, HARDWARE MISSING – THE PACKERS 

           DISASSEMBLED MY SCHRUNK IN THE LIVING ROOM.  I SAW THE 

           CARRIER’S AGENT PLACE THE NUTS, BOLTS AND SCREWS IN A SMALL

           ROUND CAN.  I CHECKED EVERY ROOM IN THE HOUSE TO MAKE SURE

           NOTHING WAS LEFT BEHIND.

           EXAMPLE:  INV #11 – 47 CD’S, MISSING – AFTER SELECTING WHICH CD’S 

           TO TAKE WITH ME, I WATCHED THE CARRIERS’S AGENT PACK MY CD 

           COLLECTION INTO A CARTON WITH PICTURE ALBUMS.  IN FACT HE 

           DROPPED SEVERAL OF THEM ON THE DEN FLOOR.  AFTER PACKING I 

           CHECKED EVERY ROOM IN THE HOUSE TO MAKE SURE NOTHING WAS 

           LEFT BEHIND.
