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SUBJECT:  Reassignment Briefing Instructions for Soldiers on Assignment Outside the Continental United States (OCONUS)

FACTS:

Soldier on assignment to OCONUS locations must submit family travel requests to Trainee/Student Reassignments for forwarding to the gaining overseas command (including Alaska and Hawaii).  This ensures adequate housing, medical care and educational facilities are available to accommodate assigned Soldiers and dependents. 

 The request must be processed, and a travel decision received from the gaining command, before dependents are allowed to travel to the overseas area.  There is no exception to this requirement. 

1.  PURPOSE:  To provide information on reassignment processing and requests for family travel

2.  MAJOR POINTS:

a. Family Travel Requests (Bldg 2608, 545-8815)

Soldier must submit the following forms to Trainee/Student Assignments for forwarding to the overseas command: (1) DA Form 5888R, Family Member Deployment Screening Sheet (signed by EFMP coordinator) and (2) DA Form 4787R, Reassignment Processing.  Soldier’s travel will not be delayed pending receipt of a family travel decision.  Forms may be obtained through the unit personnel office.

b. Passports (Bldg 2627, 545-3644)

Family members authorized to accompany their sponsor to the gaining overseas area are entitled to a “No Fee” passport.  Contact Passports to obtain detailed information.  Dependents not residing within the Fort Benning area may contact the nearest military installation for guidance on applying for passports.

c. Exceptional Family Member Processing (EFMP, 545-5803)

Take DA Form 5888R and medical records for all dependents to Bldg 2412, Indianhead Road (near Lawson Airfield).  Overseas screenings are by appointment only.  The EFMP coordinator can provide useful information on processing EFMP screening for Soldiers whose dependents are not in the Fort Benning area.

d. Transportation (Bldg 6, 545-4900)

Contact Transportation for information on shipment of household goods, unaccompanied baggage and privately owned vehicles (POV)
