RC Unit Commanders Mobilization Station Briefing

1.  Purpose.  To provide new commanders with the information for attending the Fort Benning Mobilization Station briefing.

2.  IAW FORSCOM Regulation 500-3-3, (FORSCOM Mobilization and Deployment Planning System (FORMDEPS) Volume III, Reserve Component Unit Commander's Handbook), 15 July 1999, new commanders in units with UIC's ending in "AA" or assigned to a unit that mobilizes at the Mobilization Station (MS), are required to receive a briefing within nine months of assuming command.

3.  For units mobilizing at Fort Benning, GA, the briefing is conducted quarterly. To schedule a briefing, contact LTC Frank Williamson at williamsonf@bennning.army.mil.  The briefing is one to two hours in duration depending on the number of units and questions.  Unit commanders will receive an official memorandum of attendance following the briefing if they scheduled ahead.  Unit commanders who do not schedule ahead will be mailed a memorandum of attendance.  The following information is required when scheduling a briefing:

a.  Commanders full name/rank

b.  Complete unit mailing address and UIC

c.  Point of contact at Unit

d.  Unit phone #s

e.  Email address

4. Directions to the Fort Benning Mobilization Branch:  The Fort
